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ith profound sadness, the Board and its staff note the passing of long-time Board member, Manning
J. Post.

A major figure in the California Democratic party for over forty years, Mr. Post had been a motor vehicle
dealer in California since the early 1940°s when he opened his first dealership in Los Angeles - “Trader Post
Used Cars.”

Manning, as he was known to fellow Board Members and the staff, enjoyed a long and distinguished tenure
in state government and, specifically, here atthe New Motor Vehicle Board. Manning was appointed in May
1989, by then-Speaker of the Assembly, David J. Roberti. The appointment followed the death of his former
wife, Florence, who had been a Board Member since January 1978. (Florence Posthad her own distinguished
career at the Board, serving five terms as Board President and three terms as Vice-President.) During his time
as a Board Member, Manning served four terms as Board President and four terms as Vice-President. In June
1996 Manning was awarded the honorary title of President Emeritus of the Board. He was a familiar sight at
Board meetings and, as his health declined, he remained an active participant via teleconferencing.

Inaddition to state service, Manning was amember of the boards of numerous organizations including, among
others, Otis School of Art, Cedars-Sinai Medical Center, and Brandeis University.

Customarily charming and witty, sometimes curmudgeonly and challenging, Manning possessed an immense
wealth of knowledge of the California automotive industry and of the development of the southern regions of
the state. His keen appreciation ofthe value of public service was one that few could rival. Manning struck
achord that will leave his memory irreplaceable in the minds of all who knew him. For this he will be fondly
remembered and sorely missed. We extend our sincerest sympathies to his wife, Cheryl Reventlow Post.

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JUDICIAL UPDATES

SABA vs. KAWASAKI

n or about February 18, 2000, counsel for
Kawasaki filed a Verified Petition for Writ of
Mandate, Prohibition, or Other Appropriate Reliefin
the Fourth District Court of Appeal. Kawasaki
contends that the Superior Court exceeded its
jurisdiction by rendering a judgment that seeks to
control the discretion legally vested in the Board and
utilized an erroneous standard of review inreaching its
decision to grant the writ petition. Kawasaki filed a
Notice of Appeal on April 17, 2000. On May 22,
2000, the Appellate Court ordered the Superior Court
and Saba et al. to show cause on November 17,2000,
why a peremptory writ of mandate should not issue.

The Board will not be participating directly in the

appeal, but the standard of review issue will be argued
by counsel for Kawasaki.

ROLLS-ROYCE vs. NMVB

obert Pond, an individual, filed a petition with the

Board seeking repurchase of a Rolls-Royce
vehicle he contends met the requirements of the Lemon
Law. A Motion to Dismiss the Petition for Lack of
Jurisdiction filed by Rolls-Royce was denied.

The issue presented by the writ was whether the Board
has subject matter jurisdiction over a claim by a car
owner seeking to have a motor vehicle repurchased
pursuant to Civil Code section 1793.2. Oral
arguments were presented on April 19, 2000. The
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Courtdenied Respondent’s Petition, determining that
itis within the Board’s jurisdiction to hear a Lemon
Law dispute. The fact that Mr. Pond had participated
in a third party dispute resolution process did not
preclude him from proceeding before the Board. This
matter will likely be appealed.

RULEMAKING

E ffective January 2000, the annual Board fees (13
CCR § 553) paid by new motor vehicle dealers,
manufacturers, and distributors were reduced to $00.00
foraperiod limited to one year. Upon the expiration of
the one year period, the annual fee paid by new motor
vehicle dealers and manufacturers or distributors must be
reinstated to $300.00 and $.45 per vehicle respectively.
Rulemaking has commenced to effect these changes.

Board staffhas also commenced rulemaking to require
ane-mail address, ifavailable, on all documents filed with
the Board (13 CCR § 595) . Lastly, rulemaking has
commenced to clarify that papers should be submitted to
the Board on letter size, twenty-pound weight pleading
paper, with aminimum 1 inch left-hand margin, and /2
inch top, bottom, and right margins, in 12 point font (13
CCR § 594).

A public hearing is scheduled for June 5, 2000, to accept
oral and written comments on the above proposed
rulemaking.
